Parking:  The ride starts from the Safeway at 7499 Dublin Blvd at the corner of Amador Plaza Rd in Dublin.  There appears to be ample parking on Amador Plaza Rd alongside the Safeway shopping center, particularly early in the morning on weekends.  Signs are posted inside the Safeway lot limiting parking to two hours.  I have no idea if that’s enforced, but I wouldn’t want to find out the hard way.  

BART: The Dublin/Pleasanton BART station is less than two miles from the start, via a bike path which leads from the station to Dublin Blvd.    Here’s the route from the BART station to the Safeway:

Checkpoint 1, mile 0:  Purchase something at the Safeway and obtain a receipt.  Please note that while the time on your receipt can be a bit earlier than the agreed-upon start time (say ~ 15 minutes earlier),  or up to one hour later than the agreed-upon start time, your “official” start time will be the time we agreed upon when you registered for the ride.  

Checkpoint 2, mile 28:  Starbucks, 1197 East Calaveras Blvd.  (near the corner of East Calaveras & N. Park Victoria) Purchase something and obtain a receipt.  The time on the receipt will be your arrival time. You may also go to the Shell Mini Mart on the same corner or the donut shop across from Starbucks. 

Information Control 1:  There will be an information control on Palomares Road, between Niles Canyon Road and the summit of the Palomares climb (approx miles  43 – 47).  Refer to your brevet card for the information control location & question.  You need not enter an arrival time.

Checkpoint 3, mile 70:  Safeway, 1355 Moraga Way, Moraga, or an  ATM  (either Wells Fargo at 1399 Moraga Way,  B of A at 1400 Moraga Way, or Mechanics Bank inside the Safeway).  Purchase something, or make an ATM transaction, and obtain a receipt.   The time on the receipt will be your arrival time.

Information Control 2:  There will be another information control on Alhambra Valley Road, between Castro Ranch Road and Rancho La Boca Rd (approx miles  85 – 90).  Refer to your brevet card for the information control location & question.  You need not enter an arrival time. 

Checkpoint 4, mile 96: Starbucks, 700 Main St., Martinez, or an ATM (either Bank of America next door at 626 Main St., or Wells Fargo or Citibank at 902 and 901 Main St., respectively). Purchase something, or make an ATM transaction, and obtain a receipt. The time on the receipt will be your arrival time. 

Checkpoint 5, mile 125:  Safeway, 7499 Dublin Blvd at the corner of Amador Plaza Rd in Dublin.  Purchase something and obtain a receipt.  The time on the receipt will be your finishing time.

Once you finish:  On each of your five receipts, print your name & circle the time stamp.  Fill in the checkpoint arrival times on your brevet card, make sure both of the information control questions are answered, and sign your card in the space indicated on the back.  

Mail your card and receipts back to me at the address below within ten days of completion of your ride. 

Please be aware that, per RUSA rules, you must comply with the proof of passage requirements for this permanent.  RUSA cannot guarantee validation for cards that do not meet these requirements.  Permanent brevet cards are subject to audit.  

If you do not start, or do not complete the ride:  Please let me know as soon as possible (by email or by phone) if you do not start the ride, or, if you start the ride and do not complete it.  We must know this for insurance purposes.
